e Glossary: Clicking key words will take you to the glossary, where
each word's definition and pronunciation are listed. If you're looking
to push yourself, try making sentences with words from the
vocabulary list.

e Questions and Discussion: This section is extra practice to test your
comprehension and to express your opinions, perhaps with your
teacher.

e Grammar points: This section lists the most challenging grammar
points used in the story. It’s a good chance for you to review the
grammar you might have learnt before but are still not familiar with.

e Audiobook: Listening along while you read allows you to pick up
on not only tones as well as unfamiliar words. It also aids in
understanding what natural Chinese would sound like in context.
